Theosophical Society Prior to adopting the name Theosophical they had debated various potential names among them the
Egyptological Society the Hermetic Society and the Rosicrucian Society The term was not new but had been previously used
in various contexts by the Philaletheians and the Christian mystic Jakob B hme Etymologically the term came from the Greek
theos god s and sophia wisdom thus meaning god wisdom divine wisdom or wisdom of God The term theosophia appeared in
